Forum of Australian Services for Survivors of Torture and Trauma (FASSTT)

FASSTT is a network of eight not-for-profit specialist agencies that work with refugee survivors of torture and trauma to 

help them recover from their traumatic experiences and build new lives in Australia. There is a FASSTT member agency 

located in each capital city of Australia.

Directors of agencies meet face-to-face twice a year and have bi-monthly teleconferences. In 2010 FASSTT is hosting a 

national conference in Melbourne which will see over 300 torture and trauma specialists work together. It will be a great 

opportunity to share best practice interventions, finalise national data requirements and national standards, and ensure 

staff have national connections to reduce their isolation.

International Rehabilitation Council for Torture Victims (IRCT) 

ASeTTS is one of 142 torture and trauma centres in 73 countries that is a member of the IRCT. Although members 

work in very different circumstances their common goal is to support the survivor’s right to medical, psychological, 

legal and social assistance regardless of who and where they are. The IRCT has three thematic areas that are of 

great interest globally: children and torture; a system of documenting torture called the Istanbul Protocol; and the 

evaluation of services. The IRCT works tirelessly on the eradication of torture and provides a global address each 

year on 26 June to be read around the world in support of torture and trauma survivors.

Article 8 Everyone has the right to an effective  
remedy by the competent national tribunals for 
acts violating the fundamental rights granted 
him by the constitution or by law. Article 9 No 
one shall be subjected to arbitrary arrest, de-
tention or exile. Article 10 Everyone is entitled 
in full equality to a fair and public hearing by 
an independent and impartial tribunal, in the 
determination of his rights and obligations and 
of any criminal charge against him. Article 1 All 
human beings are born free and equal in dignity 
and rights. They are endowed with reason and 
conscience and should act towards one anoth-
er in a spirit of brotherhood. Article 2 Everyone 
is entitled to all the rights and freedoms set 
forth in this Declaration, without distinction 
of any kind, such as race, colour, sex, language, 
religion, political or other opinion, national or 
social origin, property, birth or other status. 
Furthermore, no distinction shall be made on 
the basis of the political, jurisdictional or in-
ternational status of the country or territory 
to which a person belongs, whether it be inde-
pendent, trust, non-self-governing or under 
any other limitation of sovereignty. Article 3 
Everyone has the right to life, liberty and se-
curity of person. Article 4 No one shall be held 
in slavery or servitude; slavery and the slave 
trade shall be prohibited in all their forms. 
Article 5 No one shall be subjected to torture 
or to cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment 
or punishment. Article 6 Everyone has the right 
to recognition everywhere as a person before 
the law. Article 7 All are equal before the law 
and are entitled without any discrimination to 
equal protection of the law. All are entitled to 
equal protection against any discrimination in 
violation of this Declaration and against any 
incitement to such discrimination. Article 1 All 
human beings are born free and equal in dignity 
and rights. They are endowed with reason and 
conscience and should act towards one anoth-
